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Detailed, daily lesson plans should be submitted weekly in Eduphoria: Forethought.

When a new skill is introduced, include the TEK and lesson objective.

For each daily lesson plan, include the specific instructional activities and materials (I A M)you will use to teach the skill;
your higher order thinking questions (HOT?s); and how you will assess (A) learning.

Lesson Plan - Do's

¢ Include an objective, instructional activities/materials, and assessment
¢ Learning activities and assessments are aligned to the objective

* Detailed enough another teacher could follow the plan

+ Specifically details what will happen each day during instruction

Lesson Plan - Don'ts

« Identifies the concept to be taught only - no objective, instructional activities/materials, or assessment mentioned
¢ Includes vague activities and assessments with no specificity to learning objective
¢ Same plan listed for more than one day / used for the whole week
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
