Comparing and contrasting stories helps a reader to think critically

and make connections. Understanding how story elements stay the

same or change across stories helps a reader to determine how
those elements impact the meaning.

How does the setting of the story impact events in the story?
How would the story be different if the setting changed?

The setting of a story affects the plot of the story.

How does the plot unfold from the beginning of the story to the end?

Plot is the sequence of events that create a story. Elements of plot

include rising tension, conflict, and resolution and can be similar
across stories.

Why does an author use the same plot structure and common story
elements when writing fiction?

Authors use plot structures and common story elements to allow
readers to understand what is happening and what the overall




message of the story is (the meaning).

How can we use clues from the text to determine the meaning of an Meanings of words in the story can be inferred by using context
