The MAP Performance Index (MPI) is a different way the state measures a school’s success on 

the EOC exams. The red line is the “2020 Target” for schools which is where the state wanted all 

scores to be above by the year 2020.  As seen in the graphs, Festus High School has been above 

that mark in certain areas for years and has met the goal more recently.
