1. Based on Profile Card (4's) 50% of 4 year old students will 

reach developing or higher on the writing continuum May 

23, 2021. Based on profile cards (3's), 35% of 3 year old 

students will reach developing or higher on the writing 

continuum May 23, 2021.

2. By May 2021, 70% of Spanish speaking 4 year old and 60% 

of English/ESL Lillie students will be at proficient level in 

letter sound production based on Profile Cards.

3. By May 2021, 80% of 4 year old Lillie students will meet 

proficiency in uppercase letter identification.

“ Look at the differences between a 
typical preschool child’s hand (left) and 
a typical 7 year old hand (right). Want to 
know why a preschool aged child isn’t 
able to write yet? This is why! Their 
hands are still developing and are not 
fully formed. So what should they be 
doing to support this? PLAY!! 
Playdough, colouring, cutting, gluing, 
playing outside, digging in dirt, sensory 
play, dress up play, science 
experiments, beading, puzzles, 
throwing balls, etc.
.
All of these things help their hands 
develop. When they are physically 
ready to write, they will! No need to rush 
them, they will show you when they are 
ready.”
