QUARTILES 

One of three points that divide the scores in a distribution into 
four groups of equal size. 
 

Example:   

Suppose the following numbers are test scores representing the National norm: 

4, 17, 7, 14, 18, 12, 3, 16, 10, 5, 4, 11  
 

Put them in order:  
3, 4, 4, 5, 7, 10, 11, 12, 14, 16, 17, 18 

 
Cut it into quarters:  

3, 4, 4   |   5, 7, 10   |   11, 12, 14   |   16, 17, 18
